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§9-305.  Evidence; procedure

1.  Adoptee interview.  The court may interview any adoptee, and shall interview an adoptee who 

is 12 years of age or older, outside the presence of the prospective adoptive parents, to determine the 
adoptee's attitudes and desires about the adoption and other relevant issues.

2.  Inspection of records; disclosure.  The court may conduct an inspection in camera of records 
of relevant child protective proceedings and may disclose only that information necessary for the 
determination of any issue before the court.
