1.  Gift.  For the purposes of this section, a gift for the benefit of a person includes a gift to a trust, 

an account under the Maine Uniform Transfers to Minors Act and a tuition savings account or prepaid 
tuition plan as defined under 26 United States Code, Section 529, as amended.
