'FISCAL NOTE





	The Department of Human Services will incur some minor additional costs to form a study group to review voluntary guidelines for the use of pharmaceuticals to treat geriatric patients and to provide staff assistance to the study group. These costs can be absorbed within the department's existing budgeted resources.'








SUMMARY





	This amendment deletes reference to development of the pharmaceutical guidelines, adds consumers and advocates for consumers to the study group membership, clarifies that they are voluntary guidelines and adds to the duties of the study group review of strategies for encouraging the use of the voluntary guidelines by health care providers.
