Be it enacted by the People of the State of Maine as follows:





	Sec. 1.  12 MRSA §6726, sub-§1, as enacted by PL 1997, c. 281, §1, is amended to read:





	1.  Minimum size.  It is unlawful to utilize a drag to fish for or take scallops in the coastal waters with rings that measure less than:





A.  From November 1, 1997 to April 15, 1999, 3 inches in diameter; and





B.  From November 1, 1999 to April 15, 2001, 3 1/4 inches in diameter; and thereafter, 3 1/2 inches in diameter.





C.  On November 1, 2001 and thereafter, 3 1/2 inches in diameter. 








SUMMARY





	This bill changes the size of the rings on scallop drags that may be used to fish for or take scallops from 3 1/4" to 3 1/2" starting November 1, 1999.
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
