SUMMARY





	This bill requires that nonprofit hospital and medical service organizations, health insurers and health maintenance organizations assign identification numbers to certified nurse practitioners and certified nurse midwives that provide services under individual and group contracts.  It also requires that claims submissions include the identification numbers of any certified nurse practitioner or certified nurse  midwife that provided services related to the claim.  The bill further requires that nonprofit hospital and medical service organizations, health insurers and health maintenance organizations file annual reports with the Superintendent of Insurance outlining their experience related to services provided by certified nurse practitioners and certified nurse midwives.
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
