Resolved:  That the Department of Education shall report the adopted rules concerning the use of neuropsychological technicians in the testing of school children and recommended legislation concerning the licensure of neuropsychological technicians to the joint standing committee of the Legislature having jurisdiction over education matters by December 1, 2000.
