	As amended, this bill includes a one-time General Fund appropriation of $50,000 in fiscal year 2000-01 for the Bureau of Elder and Adult Services within the Department of Human Services to provide grants to local area agencies on aging to support the medical ride volunteer service that provides transportation.  It also includes a one-time General Fund deappropriation of $50,000 in fiscal year 2000-01 for the Purchased Social Services program within the Department of Human Services to transfer funds to the Bureau of Elder and Adult Services for the medical ride volunteer service that provides transportation.








SUMMARY





	This amendment reduces the General Fund appropriation request from $85,000 to $50,000 in fiscal year 2000-01 and clarifies that this one-time funding is pass-through money that can not be used for administrative costs.  The amendment also transfers funds from the Purchased Social Services program within the Department of Human Services to the Bureau of Elder and Adult Services to support the medical ride volunteer service.
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
