jointly through a partnership between the University of Maine System, the University of Southern Maine, the Maine Medical Center and the Foundation for Blood Research, whose purpose is to provide for training postgraduate students with math or science degrees in education; these students would be encouraged to enter the field of teaching, thus aiding in the amelioration of the shortage of math and science teachers in secondary education.  The funding and the development of the program are contingent on the provision of adequate funding from sources other than the University of Maine System to cover the balance of the costs of constructing the new building.
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
