FISCAL NOTE





	This amendment increases the General Fund cost of the bill by $400,000 in fiscal year 2000-01.  The amendment includes a one-time General Fund appropriation of $400,000 in fiscal year 2000-01 for the Department of Environmental Protection to provide initial funding for the Dam Repair and Reconstruction Fund.  The amendment also includes a one-time Other Special Revenue funds allocation of $148,800 in fiscal year 2000-01 for the Department of Environmental Protection for reconstruction of 2 dams that control the water level at Rocky Lake in Whiting and strikes an allocation in the same amount to the Department of Inland Fisheries and Wildlife for the same purpose.








SUMMARY





	This amendment establishes the Dam Repair and Reconstruction Fund to be administered by the Department of Environmental Protection for repair or reconstruction of dams that are breached and thereby cause a lowering of water levels and that meet the criteria developed by the department.  The amendment also allocates funds from the fund to repair 2 dams in Whiting.
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
