	Amend the bill by striking out everything after the enacting clause and before the summary and inserting in its place the following:





	'Sec. 1.  38 MRSA §464, sub-§12 is enacted to read:





	12.  Discharges from certain fish hatcheries.  An unlicensed discharge from a fish hatchery is considered, and continues to be considered after it is licensed pursuant to section 413, the same as a discharge licensed prior to January 1, 1986 for the purposes of subsection 4, paragraph A, subparagraph (1); section 465, subsection 2, paragraph C; and section 465-A, subsection 1, paragraph C if the following conditions are met:





A. The discharge was in existence prior to January 1, 1986;





B. The fish hatchery is licensed to cultivate fish by the Department of Inland Fisheries and Wildlife on the effective date of this subsection; and





C. An application from the hatchery for a waste discharge license is accepted as complete for processing by the Department of Environmental Protection within 90 days of notification that a waste discharge license is required pursuant to section 413.





The Department of Environmental Protection shall notify a fish hatchery with an unlicensed discharge that a waste discharge

license is required pursuant to section 413 within 90 days of the effective date of this subsection or within 90 days of finding the unlicensed discharge.'





	Further amend the bill by inserting at the end before the summary the following:








'FISCAL NOTE





	The Department of Environmental Protection will incur some minor additional costs to notify certain fish hatcheries about unlicensed discharges.  These costs can be absorbed within the department's existing budgeted resources.





	This bill may reduce prosecutions for Class E crimes.  If the number of jail sentences is reduced, the savings to the counties are estimated to be $83.36 per day per prisoner.  The amount of any reduction of jail time and the resulting savings to the county jail system are expected to be insignificant.





	The Judicial Department may realize some minor savings from reductions of workload and administrative costs associated with the minimal number of cases that will no longer be filed in the court system.  Reductions in the collection of fines may decrease General Fund revenue by minor amounts.'








SUMMARY





	This amendment replaces the bill.  The amendment authorizes discharges from fish hatcheries into Class A waters, Class GPA waters and waters having a drainage area of less than 10 square miles to continue until practical alternatives exist, as are discharges licensed prior to January 1, 1986, if the discharge was in existence prior to January 1, 1986, the hatchery is licensed by the Department of Inland Fisheries and Wildlife and an application for a waste discharge license is accepted as complete for processing within 90 days of notification that a license is required.  The amendment requires the Department of Environmental Protection to notify a fish hatchery with an unlicensed discharge within 90 days of the effective date of this Act or within 90 days of finding the unlicensed discharge that a waste discharge license is required.





	The amendment also adds a fiscal note to the bill.
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
