	Establishing an antlerless deer hunting license will increase annual General Fund revenue collected by the Department of Inland Fisheries and Wildlife by $2,231,519 beginning in fiscal year 2002-03.  In order to meet the constitutional requirement that the total level of General Fund appropriations must at least be equal to the undedicated revenues collected by the department, the bill includes a General Fund appropriation of $2,231,519 to the Savings Fund Program within the Department of Inland Fisheries and Wildlife.





	The Governor's proposed supplemental, "Part 2" budget includes $375,000 in additional General Fund revenues beginning in fiscal year 2001-02 for increased revenue resulting from a proposed increase in the antlerless deer permit fee.'
