	Further amend the bill in section 2 in subsection 3-A in paragraph B by inserting after subparagraph (4) the following:





'(5)  A list of the crimes and offenses for which individuals are determined ineligible for employment and the number of individuals who were convicted of any criminal offense involving the physical or sexual abuse or exploitation of a child.'





	Further amend the bill by inserting at the end before the summary the following:

SUMMARY





	This amendment is the minority report.  It authorizes the Commissioner of Education to report a list of all the crimes and offenses for which individuals were rendered ineligible for employment and a number of those individuals who were convicted of any criminal offense involving the physical or sexual abuse or exploitation of a child.
