	Amend the bill in section 1 in that part designated "§1497." by inserting after subsection 4 the following:





	'5.  Use of 3rd-party domain names.  A person may not:





A.  Send an unsolicited commercial e-mail that uses a 3rd party's Internet address or domain name without the 3rd party's consent; or





B.  Falsify the e-mail transmission information or other routing information of an unsolicited commercial e-mail.'





	Further amend the bill in section 1 in that part designated "§1497." by renumbering the subsections to read consecutively.








SUMMARY





	This amendment, which is the majority report of the Joint Standing Committee on Utilities and Energy, adds a provision to the bill to prohibit a person from sending an unsolicited commercial e-mail that uses another person's Internet address or domain name without permission or that contains false routing information.
