	'Sec. 1.  Fox Islands Electric Cooperative, Inc.; authority to sell power under certain circumstances.  Notwithstanding the Maine Revised Statutes, Title 35-A, section 3207, subsection 1, paragraph B, the Fox Islands Electric Cooperative, Inc., a consumer-owned transmission and distribution company, may sell wholesale generation service in order to reduce its cost of providing retail service.'








SUMMARY





	This amendment replaces the bill.  Under current law, a consumer-owned transmission and distribution utility may not sell wholesale generation service except incidental sales necessary to reduce the cost of providing retail service.  This amendment provides broader authority to the Fox Islands Electric Cooperative, Inc.  The amendment provides that the Fox Islands Electric Cooperative, Inc. may sell wholesale generation service in order to reduce its cost of providing retail service.
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
