SUMMARY





	This amendment corrects the date by which the Land and Water Resources Council must submit its final report regarding the study of state regulation of groundwater withdrawal.  The amendment also clarifies the amount of payment required by automobile manufacturers for mercury switches brought to consolidation facilities.
