The Treasurer of State shall credit the remainder of the net receipts to the Land for Maine's Future Fund, established in Title 5, section 6203, until July 1, 2009, after which the Treasurer of State shall credit the remainder to the General Fund.

	This bill dedicates the General Fund share of the real estate transfer tax to the Land for Maine's Future Fund until July 1, 2009.  This will reduce General Fund revenue by $3,901,470 in fiscal year 1999-00 and $6,416,477 in fiscal year 2000-01 and increase dedicated revenue to the Land for Maine's Future Fund by these same amounts.  Other Special Revenue funds allocations equal to the amount of additional dedicated revenue to the Land for Maine's Future Fund in fiscal years 1999-00 and 2000-01 are included to authorize expenditures of this additional dedicated revenue.'








SUMMARY
