	This bill includes General Fund appropriations of $5,041,256 in fiscal year 2000-01 for the Department of Mental Health, Mental Retardation and Substance Abuse Services to provide day services to 208 people with mental retardation and residential services to 208 people with mental retardation who are not class members.  The estimated future costs of providing day services to the entire waiting list of 416 people with mental retardation and residential services to the entire waiting list of 408 people with mental retardation who are not class members will be approximately $11,028,083 and $12,153,762 in fiscal years 2001-02 and 2002-03, respectively.





	This bill also includes General Fund appropriations of $388,912 in fiscal year 2000-01 for the Department of Mental Health, Mental Retardation and Substance Abuse Services for 8 Mental Health and Mental Retardation Caseworker positions and one Mental Health and Mental Retardation Supervisor position and related operational costs to provide case management services to the additional 416 nonclass members with mental retardation.
