SUMMARY



	This amendment removes provisions of the bill related to operation of the Certified Nursing Assistant Registry, Medicaid reimbursement for nursing facilities and home health care services, quality standards and processes within the Medicaid long-term care program, transfer of assets and spousal impoverishment protections and an aging-in-place study.  The amendment appropriates $150,000 per year for technology and staff for the Certified Nursing Assistant Registry.  It also adds an appropriation section, an allocation section and a fiscal note to the bill.
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
