C-1.  Meets the requirements for a waiver from the apprentice program under section 6421-C; or



	Sec. 3.  12 MRSA §6421-C is enacted to read:



§6421-C.  Apprentice program waiver



	A person is eligible for a Class I, Class II or Class III lobster and crab fishing license without meeting the requirements of the apprentice program under section 6422 if the person:



	1.  Held license.  Held a valid Class I, Class II or Class III lobster and crab fishing license within the 5 previous calendar years; and



	2.  Fished for lobster.  Fished for lobster under a Class I, Class II or Class III lobster and crab fishing license for at least 5 years.





SUMMARY



	This bill provides that a person who held a lobster and crab fishing license within the previous 5 years and fished for lobster under a lobster and crab fishing license for at least 5 years is eligible for a lobster license without meeting the requirements of the lobster apprentice program.
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
