Resolved: That the Department of Human Services shall report to the joint standing committee of the Legislature having jurisdiction over health and human services matters by January 31, 2005 on the implementation and initial impact of adding licensed marriage and family therapists as approved providers under the MaineCare Benefits Manual, Chapter II, Section 58.  The report must include the number of licensed

marriage and family therapists billing for these services and the average amount billed per therapist by month.'








SUMMARY
