This resolve is a waiver of the State's defense of immunity under the Maine Revised Statutes, Title 14, chapter 741.'





	Further amend the resolve in section 1 in the 3rd paragraph in the last line (page 1, line 27 in L.D.) by striking out the following:  "costs and interest" and inserting in its place the following:  'costs, interest and punitive damages'
