	Sec. 3.  Authority to report out legislation.  Resolved:  That the joint standing committee of the Legislature having jurisdiction over business and economic development matters and the Community Preservation Advisory Committee may report out legislation to the First Regular Session of the 122nd Legislature to implement the recommendations and findings included in the report.
