Resolved:  That the Maine Criminal Justice Academy and law enforcement agencies throughout the State shall make officers aware of the adverse report form and the ability of the

Secretary of State to suspend the licenses of reckless drivers based upon a completed form and shall encourage use of the form by officers throughout the State to combat reckless driving.'








SUMMARY





	This amendment replaces the bill.  The amendment is a resolve directing the Secretary of State to develop a form for use by law enforcement officers to transmit adverse reports, which enable the Secretary of State to suspend licenses for reckless driving pursuant to the Maine Revised Statutes, Title 29-A, section 2458. The amendment also directs the Maine Criminal Justice Academy and law enforcement agencies to make officers aware and encourage use of the form.
