SUMMARY





	This amendment expands the membership of the Snowmobile Trail Fund Advisory Council established by the bill.  It also makes certain changes to the terms of members, provides that members are entitled only to expenses, modifies the council's duties, provides for its meetings to be held in August and February and requires notice of the council's meetings to be in accordance with the Maine Revised Statutes, Title 1, section 406.
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
