	Further amend the bill in section 1 in subsection 3-C in paragraph C in the 3rd line (page 1, line 24 in L.D.) by inserting after the following: "declined" the following: 'or withdrew from'





	Further amend the bill in section 1 in subsection 3-C by striking out all of paragraph D (page 1, line 27 in L.D.) and inserting in its place the following:





'D.  An election under this subsection, which may be made only once, must be made either:





 (1)  At the time of retirement; or





 (2)  Following retirement, provided the person had elected at the time of retirement to be covered by the state program.





E.  If a spouse or dependent of the retiree was enrolled in the plan at the time the retiree withdrew pursuant to this subsection, the spouse or dependent may reenroll if the

spouse or dependent meets the 18-month coverage criteria set forth in paragraph A.  A spouse or dependent who was not enrolled at the time the retiree withdrew may enroll only if that person meets the criteria set forth in subsection 3-B, paragraph B.'

SUMMARY





	The amendment clarifies the timing of an election to withdraw from the state health insurance plan and to preserve the option of reenrolling.  A person may elect to decline health insurance coverage at the time of retirement and retain the option to reenroll pursuant to the provisions of this new law, or a person may elect to withdraw from health coverage at any time after retirement, provided the person had elected at the time of retirement to be covered by the state health insurance plan. It also clarifies the conditions under which the spouse or dependent of a retiree may enroll in the state health insurance plan.
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
