	Amend the bill by inserting after section 2 the following:



	'Sec. 3.  5 MRSA §243-B is enacted to read:



§243-B.  Report regarding discrepancies



	In addition to the report required pursuant to section 243-A, if in the course of any audit of a state department or agency the Department of Audit finds significant discrepancies in the financial records of that state department or agency, the State Auditor shall report, in person, to the joint standing committee of the Legislature that has jurisdiction over that state department or agency within 60 days of the audit findings.  If the Legislature is not in session during that 60 days, the State Auditor may report in writing to that committee.'



	Further amend the bill by relettering or renumbering any nonconsecutive Part letter or section number to read consecutively.





SUMMARY



	This amendment requires the State Auditor to report any significant discrepancy found in the financial records of a state

department or agency, within 60 days of the finding, to the joint standing committee of the Legislature that has jurisdiction over that department or agency.
