Beginning in fiscal year 2004-05, after payment of prizes to winners, payment of expenses of operating the Maine State Lottery and payment to the Maine Outdoor Heritage Fund or its successor, the balance of revenue generated from the Maine State Lottery must be used exclusively to fund the State's cost of primary and secondary education.'





	Further amend the resolution in the question in the last line (page 2, line 41 in L.D.) by inserting after the following: "adults" the following: ', and to require that revenue raised by the Maine State Lottery be used only for payment of prizes, payment of expenses of operating the lottery, payment to the Maine Outdoor Heritage Fund or its successor and funding of primary and secondary education'
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SUMMARY





	This amendment adds to the constitutional resolution the requirement that the balance of revenue raised from the Maine State Lottery, after payment of winnings, payment of expenses of operating the lottery and payment to the Maine Outdoor Heritage Fund, be used exclusively to fund primary and secondary education costs.
