To the extent permitted under the federal Fair Labor Standards Act of 1938, as amended, 29 United States Code, Section 207(o), the overtime pay requirement applicable to executive or judicial employees as described in subsection 3, paragraph D may be met through compensatory time agreements.'

	Further amend the bill by relettering or renumbering any nonconsecutive Part letter or section number to read consecutively.








SUMMARY





	This amendment removes legislative employees from the provision requiring overtime pay for other state employees.  It also adds language to make clear that compensatory time agreements that may be used to comply with federal overtime laws applicable to public employees may also be used to comply with the overtime rate provisions being applied to executive and judicial employees.  Finally, the amendment adds an appropriations and allocations section to the bill.
