C.  When within a marked crosswalk if it can be reasonably determined that remaining on the curb until a break in the vehicular traffic would be safer for both the pedestrian and the vehicular traffic.'

SUMMARY





	This amendment requires a pedestrian at a crosswalk to yield the right-of-way to vehicular traffic if it can be reasonably determined that waiting for a break in the traffic would be safer for both the pedestrian and the vehicular traffic.
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
