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SUMMARY





	This amendment clarifies that both investigative records and complaints become public records upon the conclusion of an investigation, unless they are confidential pursuant to another provision of law.  The amendment also changes from January 31, 2004 to January 31, 2005 the date by which the Commissioner of Public Safety must complete a study of the statewide emergency medical services system and report findings and suggested legislation to the Legislature.
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
