SUMMARY





	This amendment provides that a person who makes a photocopy of a driver's license without the written consent of the Secretary of State does not commit a crime.  The amendment also requires that, beginning in 2006, all driver's licenses must contain a warning related to disclosure of personal information displayed on a license.
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
