SUMMARY





	This amendment eliminates a $410,000 allocation from the Fund for a Healthy Maine in fiscal year 2003-04 for the Medical Care - Payments to Providers program within the Department of Human Services and replaces it with a General Fund appropriation of $410,000.  It also decreases the amount of the unappropriated surplus of the General Fund that is scheduled to be transferred to the Dirigo Health Fund by $410,000 and makes the decrease in the transferred amount retroactive to September 13, 2003.
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
