Notwithstanding any provision of law to the contrary, the Land for Maine's Future Board may use bond proceeds to purchase public land and easements for more than the appraised value only when exigent circumstances exist, as determined by the Commissioner of Conservation, and with the approval of the joint standing committee of the Legislature having jurisdiction over conservation matters.'
