	'Sec. 1.  Funding for veterans who received combat or expeditionary medals to purchase subsidized time toward retirement.  Funds appropriated from the General Fund pursuant to this Act must be used by the Maine State Retirement System to enable persons who were eligible under Public Law 2003, chapter 693 in calendar year 2004, as determined by the Maine State Retirement System's report on subsidy for military service purchases dated February 15, 2005 and issued pursuant to the Maine Revised Statutes, Title 5, section 17760, subsection 6, paragraph A, to purchase military service credit toward retirement at a subsidized rate.
