SUMMARY





	This bill amends the Maine Bail Code by:





	1.  Allowing a judge or justice to revoke an order of preconviction bail that has been set by a bail commissioner; and

	2.  Allowing as a condition of bail that a person enter and remain in a long-term residential facility for substance abuse.  Under the bill, a violation of this condition by a person whose underlying crime is punishable by a year or more in prison is a Class C crime.
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
