	Further amend the bill in section 1 by striking out all of paragraph G (page 1, lines 6 to 20 in L.D.) and inserting in its place the following:





'G.  Eight Ten members of the general public appointed by the Governor, at least 5 4 of whom must be scientists, engineers or mathematicians employed within the business or industrial community and one of whom must have expertise in instructional television, appointed by the Governor, one of whom must be a graduate of the Maine School of Science and Mathematics and one of whom must be a parent of a student or of a graduate who graduated within 5 years prior to the parent's appointment to the board of trustees.  All appointments under this paragraph are subject to review by the joint standing committee of the Legislature having jurisdiction over education matters and subject to confirmation by the Legislature;'

	Further amend the bill in section 3 in subsection 6 in the blocked paragraph in the first line (page 1, line 35 in L.D.) by striking out the following:  "9" and inserting in its place the following: '10'





	Further amend the bill by relettering or renumbering any nonconsecutive Part letter or section number to read consecutively.








SUMMARY





	This amendment removes the President of the Maine Community College System as a member of the Board of Trustees of the Maine School of Science and Mathematics.  It changes the number of members appointed by the Governor from the general public to 10 and specifies that one of the 10 must be a graduate of the school and one must be a parent of a student or recent graduate of the school.
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
