SUMMARY





	This amendment replaces the bill.  The amendment establishes a lower shellfish license fee for persons 70 years of age or older. The reduced fee is set at 50% of the standard fee.  This is modeled on the Class I lobster license fee, which provides a similar discount for persons 70 years years of age or older.
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
