Resolved:  That the Department of Education shall report on the proposal for the school for languages required in section 1 and submit any recommended legislation to the Joint Standing Committee on Education and Cultural Affairs no later than December 7, 2005.  After receipt and review of the report, the Joint Standing Committee on Education and Cultural Affairs may report out a bill to the Second Regular Session of the 122nd Legislature.
