SUMMARY



	This amendment clarifies the definition of net slot machine income.  It provides that the initial registration fee for employees of slot machine operators, slot machine distributors and gambling services vendors is $250 while the annual renewal 

�

fee is $25.  It clarifies that a rule pertaining to fees for slot machines, slot machine distributors, slot machine operators, gambling services vendors and employees is a routine technical rule if the rule proposes a fee of less than $10,000.  The amendment clarifies a reference to unclaimed winnings, stating that they are retained by the slot machine operator and are not subject to the law governing unclaimed property.  Finally, this amendment provides that the Gambling Control Board receive per diem payment retroactive to August 1, 2004.  The amendment also adds an appropriations and allocations section to the bill.
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
