Beit enacted by the People of the State of Maine as follows:
Sec. 1. 5MRSA 881-B isenacted to read:

8 81-B. Limitation of office

The Secretary of State may not endorse candidates for the L egislature or use or allow to be used the
title of Secretary of State for a political purpose not necessary for the administration of the Department
of the Secretary of State.

Sec. 2. 5 MRSA 8§121-B isenacted to read:
8 121-B. Limitation of office

The Treasurer of State may not endorse candidates for the Legislature or use or allow to be used
the title of Treasurer of State for a political purpose not necessary for the administration of the office of
the Treasurer of State.

Sec. 3. 5MRSA 8191-C isenacted to read:
8 191-C. Limitation of office

The Attorney General may not endorse candidates for the Legislature or use or allow to be used the
title of Attorney General for a political purpose not necessary for the administration of the Department
of the Attorney General.

SUMMARY

Thisbill prohibits constitutional officersfrom endorsing candidatesfor the L egislature or using their
titles or allowing their titlesto be used for political purposes not necessary for the administration of their
offices.
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
