1. Probate Court jurisdiction. Subject to Title 4, section 152, subsection 5-A, the Probate Court
has exclusive jurisdiction over the following:

B. Consents and reviews of withholdings of consent by persons other than a parent; [PL 2017, c.

E. Proceedings to determine the rights of putative parents of children whose adoptions or
surrenders and releases are pending before the Probate Court; and [PL 2017, c.
