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§5-810.  Immunities
1.  Health care provider or institution.  A health care provider or health care institution acting in 

good faith and in accordance with generally accepted health care standards applicable to the health care 
provider or health care institution is not subject to civil or criminal liability or to discipline for 
unprofessional conduct for:

A.  Complying with a health care decision of a person apparently having authority and capacity to 
make a health care decision for a patient, including a decision to withhold or withdraw health care;
