§3701. Municipal licensing authority

§3702. Fees for licenses or permits

Unless otherwise provided by law, any fee established by a municipality for any license or permit
under this subpart must reasonably reflect the municipality's costs associated with the license or permit
procedure and enforcement.

§3703. Production of licenses or permits

The municipal officers may not require a licensee or permittee to publicly display the licensee's or
permittee's license or permit on the premises to which that license or permit applies. The municipal
officers may require a licensee or permittee to make available for inspection the license or permit at the
premises to which the license or permit applies.
