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§3862.  Enforcement of lien; notice of sale; proceeds
1.  Sale at auction.  The innkeeper, hotelkeeper or boardinghouse keeper shall retain any baggage 

and other property upon which there has been a lien for 90 days.  At the end of the 90-day period, if the 
lien is not satisfied, the baggage and other property may be sold at public auction.
